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The expansion of Ethiopian Fine Coffee
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It held a business seminar on Ethiopian Coffee agrochemical Issue and Trade Mark Agreement on May 11, 2012 at Embassy of the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia and business company and roaster around 20 people participated. 

Regarding exported coffee beans to Japan, it was bad conditions after violate case of agrochemical residue found out, but finally last month Ethiopian coffee bean was lifted Y-BHC which the ministry indicated the Mandatory Inspection.

On the other hand the Japan Intellectual Property Higher Court decided in favor of Ethiopian government that have contended with All Japan Coffee Association for Trademark agreement case (Yirgacheffe and Sidamo).

After two concerned issues settlement, it will full-dress offer Yirgacheffe, Sidamo and Harar are collectively called Ethiopian Fine Coffee to Japanese Specialty Coffee Market and since April 2008 it hasn’t continued lost 4 years, Ethiopian government devote to

recover the lost territory. 

And no royalty be required to be paid by Licensee for Ethiopian Fine Coffee.
